Images of God: Who Is He?

The angel of the Lord encamps around those who fear him, and he delivers them. Taste and see that the Lord is good, blessed is the man who takes refuge in Him.  Psalm 34:7-8.
Trust in him at all times, O people; pour out your hearts to him, for God is our refuge.

Light-Bearer
O send out Your light and Your truth, let them lead me; let them bring me to your holy hill and to Your dwelling.    Psalm 43:3

In the darkness, before you see or understand, Who do you say that He is?
